Participants are encouraged to decorate their lanterns with messages of empowerment,
remembrance, and connection, and in doing so, creating a unique lantern honouring their
experience, setting it afloat is a visually beautiful experience.

Scheduled times for events across Australia vary, with some states hosting one-, two-, or
three-day Water Lantern Festival events.
