The fibre has 
micro-gaps that increase moisture absorption, keeping the body dry, and antibacterial properties that keep the 
wearer odor-free. It is also powerfully insulating, making it cooler in summer and warmer in winter. Bamboo is 
the fabric of the future, and it is exciting to be on the forefront of bringing bamboo apparel to outdoor 
adventurers,” she concluded.  

 
Mackinnon is especially proud of her new bamboo lounge sets, which have been extremely well-received 
(wanderingozzie.com.au/product/bamboo-lounge-set-black/), as they combine a touch of elegance with 
practicality:
